“Standing With the Eleven – Prayer Guide” 

January 1 – 14, 2023 

Ephesians 6:10-20 

I. The Lord Is the One Who Makes It Possible For Us To Stand 

 

A. Day #1 Monday, Jan. 1 - The Lord is standing with us - v 10 “Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, 

and in the power of his might.” 

1. Instructions to Joshua - Joshua1:1-9, 6, 7, 9 

2. Instructions to Timothy - 2 Timothy 2:1-12 

Pray – for all involved to be strong and courageous in God’s “mighty power.”  

 

B. Day #2 Tuesday, Jan. 2- The Lord gives… 

1. His Joy - Nehemiah 8:9-12, 10 

2. His strength – Philippians 4:10-13 

Pray that we remember it is the joy of the Lord that gives us strength. 

II. The Devil Is Fighting to Keep Us From Standing 

 

A. Day #3 Wednesday, Jan. 3 - The devil is fighting against us - v 11“Put on the whole armour of God, that 

ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil." The devil… 

1. Is the world’s biggest liar – John 8:31-59, 44 

2. Is the accuser of mankind – Job 1:6-22, 11 

Pray – that we will not be caught up in the devil’s lies for they are many. 

 

B. Day # 4 Thur., Jan. 4 - The devil’s “allies” are standing against us … v 12 For we wrestle not against flesh 

and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, 

against spiritual wickedness in high places.” 

1. The character of the "wicked" to be revealed -Romans 1:16-31, 2 

2. The victory of the church – Matthew 16:13-28, 18 

Pray - that we remember we are more than conquerors through Christ! 

III. The Decision to Stand Rests With Us (take unto you...) 

 



A. Day # 5 Friday, Jan. 5 - The decision to stand – v 13 “Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of 

God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. 

1. We must stand by faith – Romans 11:1-33, 20 

2. We must stand before God – Revelation 20:1-15, 12 

Pray – that we remain faithful. 

 

B. Day # 6 Saturday. Jan., 6 - The fight against evil. 

1. We must resist the devil – James 4:1-12, 7 

2. We must overcome evil with good – Romans 12:1-21 

Pray for - the enemy to flee 

IV. The Armor Needed to Stand 

 

A. Day #7 Sunday, Jan. 7 - The “armament” necessary for us to stand - "the (belt of) truth" v 14a "Stand 

therefore, having girded your waist with truth,..." 

1. The Son of God, Jesus, is the truth – John 14:1-18, 6 

2. The Word of God is truth - John 17:6-19, 17 

Pray - that the truth be clearly seen. 

 

B. Day # 8 Monday. Jan., 8 - "the breastplate of righteousness" v 14b "...having put on the breastplate of 

righteousness,..." 

1. "The Lord our Righteousness" (Imputed) - Jeremiah 23:1-8, 6 

2. The one that does what is right (Imparted) - 1 John 3:1-10, 7 

Pray – for God’s righteousness to be revealed. 

 

C. Day # 9 Tuesday, Jan. 9 - "the gospel" v 15 "...and having shod your feet with the preparation of the 

gospel of peace;..." 

1. The Gospel is the power of God – Romans 1:16-32 

2. The one with beautiful feet - Romans 10:14-21, 15 

Pray for – a powerful proclamation of God's word by His servants. 

 



D. Day #10 Wed., Jan.10 - "the shield of faith" v 16 "...above all, taking the shield of faith with which you 

will be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked one. 

1. Faith is taking God at his Word - Romans 4:13-25; 21-22 

2. Faith and God's reward - Hebrews 11:1-40, 6 

Pray - for God to "reward" those who diligently seek Him! 

 

E. Day - 11 Thur., 11 - "the helmet of salvation" v 17a "And take the helmet of salvation,..." 

1. Salvation only in the name of Jesus - Acts 4:1-22, 12 

2. Salvation only available Today! - 2 Corinthians 6:1-13, 2 

Pray – for the name of Jesus to be lifted up that ‘all” will be drawn to Him. 

 

F. Day 12 Friday, Jan. 12 - "the sword of the Spirit " v 17 b "and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word 

of God;..." 

1. The sword is what Jesus came to bring! – Matthew 10:16-42, 34 

2. The word of God is sharper than any two edged sword – Hebrew 4:1-13, 12 

Pray – that the word of God will “cut” people to the heart. 

V. The Final Preparations 

 

A. Day # 13 Sat., Jan. 13 - The glue that holds it all together …v 18, 19 "praying always with all prayer and 

supplication in the Spirit, being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the 

saints— 

1. We must pray boldly – Hebrews 4:14-16 

2. We must pray without ceasing - 1 Thessalonians 5:11-28, 17 

Pray – for the ability to persevere in prayer 

 

B. Day #14 Sunday, Jan. 14 - The need to be bold “and for me, that utterance may be given to me, that I 

may open my mouth boldly to make known the mystery of the gospel, 20 for which I am an ambassador 

in chains; that in it I may speak boldly, as I ought to speak." 

1. We must speak boldly – 1 Thessalonians 2:1-12, 2 

2. We must act boldly – Acts 4:8-22, 13 

Pray for - boldness on behalf of Christ in the “face” of persecution.
